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Abstract 
This article is to find out how the educational planning of Islamic religious 
education with edutainment perspective in increasing the motivation of the 
students in the implementation of Islamic religious education with the educational 
perspective in increasing the motivation of the students and the evaluation of 
Islamic religious education with the perspective of edutainment in increasing the 
motivation of the students. This study uses a qualitative descriptive approach 
based on observations made in a participatory way on a social phenomenon. The 
results of this study are first, this educational learning plan was developed by 
students of SMA Al Muhammad Cepu in the implementation of memorizing 
chapter 30, and memorizing 1,000 hadiths accompanied by habituation, after 
praying before the start of learning, continued reading juz 30, carried out every 
morning students to get used to reading juz 30 and 1000 hadiths so that their 
memorization is maintained. Second, the teaching and learning activities 
implemented at Al Muhammad Cepu High School, which are related to the IRE 
folder and have been categorized religiously, include fiqh, Ta'lim, Islamic boarding 
school, and also the Al Qur'an Tahfidz. Third, changing the learning in the 
classroom into the letter U or like a meeting table, providing a pamphlet of 
icons/symbols in doing learning and giving calligraphy writing taken from hadith 
and wise words and can also make fampet able to motivate students through the 
pamphlet.

Abstrak 

Pada penelitian ini bertujuan mengetahui bagaimana perencanaan pembelajaran pendidikan 
agama islam berwawasan edutaiment dalam meningkatkan motivasi belas pserta didik 
pelaksanaan pembelajaran pendidikan agama islam berwawasan edutaiment dalam 
meningkatkan motivasi belas pserta didik dan evaluasi pendidikan agama islam berwawasan 
edutaiment  dalam meningkatkan motivasi belas pserta didik. Penelitian ini menggunakan 
pendekatan deskriptif kualitatif dengan dasar pada pengamatan yang dilakukan dengan cara 
partisipatif terhadap suatu gejala  sosial. Hasil dai penelitian ini pertama, perencanaan 
pembelajaran edutaiment ini  dikembangkan pserta didik SMA Al Muhammad Cepu dalam 
pelaksanaan hafalan  juz 30, dan menghafal 1.000 hadits yang disertai dengan pembiasaan, 
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setelah berdo’a sebelum dimulain pembelajaran, dilanjutkan membaca juz 30, dilaksanakan 
setiap pagi peserta didik agar terbiasa  membaca juz 30 dan 1000 hadits agar hafalannya tetap 
terjaga. Kedua, kegiatan belajar mengajar yang diterapkan di SMA Al Muhammad Cepu, 
yang terkait pada mapel IRE yang telah dikategorikan secara religi yakni meliputi: fiqh, 
Ta’lim, Kepesantrenan, dan juga Al Qur’an Tahfidz. Ketiga Mengubah pembelajaran di 
dalam kelas menjadi huruf U atau seperti meja rapat, memberikan famplet ikon/symbol dalam 
melakukan pembelajaran dan memberikan tulisan kaligrafi yang di ambil dari hadits dan 
kata-kata yang bijak dan bisa jua membuat fampet dapat memotivasi pada peserta didik 
melaui famplet

INTRODUCTION 

Education is an institution that is held intentionally and is used to be able to provide 

inheritance and development of knowledge, as well as abilities, to older successors to younger 

ones called the next generation.

There is also a relationship that must be strengthened with a 

person's level of education and social life. Like a modern person's education, his life will also 

be said to be more advanced and vice versa.  

The purpose of Islamic religious education is to form character and morals that will 

produce human beings who have a noble character, both male and female, clean hearts, strong 

will, and have high ideals, and are tough and have noble character.2 Knowing the meaning of 

obligations and their implementation, respecting what is right. for people. human rights, 

distinguish between good and evil, stay away from bad things and remember what has been 

done.3 From the explanation above, Islamic religious education has a goal that can encourage 

students to be able to have good morals and character, with that an educator must be able to 

instill good moral values in students and can create happy things for students. educate. in this 

world and the hereafter.  

Learning strategies can be applied by educators. The success and implementation of a 

learning strategy depend on what an educator has in using models, techniques, and tactics in 

learning. Educators who only often deliver subject matter are different from educators who 

have the assumption that teaching is a process of giving direction to students.4  

Educators have a very important role in learning, to make it easier for students to 

accommodate learning outcomes in a way that students want so that they can understand 

what is learned in class or given by an educator. Teaching strategies that can be understood by

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students, learning in class uses different teaching methods, to determine student success can 

be seen in the application of learning that has been delivered in class.5 From here it can be 

seen the extent to which student creativity is conveyed to students to motivate and facilitate 

learning of Islamic religious education in people's lives who become role models in character 

behavior. The formation of student character can be applied in various ways in the learning 

carried out in the classroom so that students can learn as many examples as possible, such as 

exemplary stories.6 

Megawangi argues that character education is an effort to educate students to be able 

to make good decisions wisely and can practice them in everyday life so that students can 

make positive contributions.7 Character learning can be seen if students can understand and 

practice what is obtained from an educator with character learning included in subjects and 

extracurricular activities are also carried out in interactions in the community, educators also 

play an important role in the success of learning. student.8 

Character education can be understood so that in instilling intelligence in thinking, in 

living the attitudes and practices in behaving by existing ones to form the identity of students, 

which can be realized by interacting with Allah SWT and fellow humans and their 

environment. This can be seen from the values of character education, namely religious 

values, honesty, tolerance, discipline, hard work, creativity, independence, democracy, high 

curiosity, love for the nation, love for the Republic of Indonesia, achievement, friendship, 

mental clarity, love to read., love the environment, care for the environment, and be 

responsible.9 

Student behavior that has been formed from now on is very influential in shaping the 

behavior of this nation. The behavior of students who have well-formed characters in the 

process of growth and development get enough space to express themselves freely. Students 

are individuals who have the right to grow and develop optimally according to their abilities of 

each student.10 

So that students in facing the times and challenges need balance. This effort to build 

good character is because to be able to advance the Indonesian nation, the character is formed

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by studying good Islamic religious education in the school environment, and family 

environment. Parents and educators must be able to make students more aware so that they 

can get along well and excel.11 

Motivation is a process of expressing the motives and behavior of students to obtain 

needs and achieve a goal as well as a state of readiness of individual students to encourage 

behavior that does well to a certain goal. Motivation is everything that will support the 

behavior of students who need or encourage parents to meet the daily needs of students.12 

In this motivation, students have personality and closeness to Allah SWT. Students 

must take advantage of this learning time as well as possible, namely, students must be serious 

about studying and applying it in student lives.13 Based on the results of observations made at 

SMA Al Muhammad Cepu, the researchers found several things about the motivation of 

students who have various characters due to their environment and peers. Where most of the 

students have different characters. So that with the difference or dissimilarity of these 

characters, it will be unique for the participants in the morning at Al Muhammad Cepu High 

School. Which school is an AKBAR-based private school under the auspices of the Al 

Muhammad Cepu Islamic Boarding School? 

Based on the data obtained through documentation to have the character of being a 

capable, critical, active, and creative generation in the mindset and not eliminating the 

religious basis by instilling noble character in each student and being able to be enthusiastic in 

activities in the school environment and the student community environment. Character 

education will continue, as is the case at SMA Al Muhammad Cepu. In addition, there are still 

some students who behave badly, this character education is already good. So we need a plan 

for educators to convey material from an educator to students to understand Islamic religious 

education subjects to anticipate these bad influences. In the character of these students, 

parents must also motivate students. 

 

METHOD 

As the object of research, the Islamic religious education learning strategy has an 

educational perspective (Education and Entertainment) in increasing student motivation at Al 

Muhammad Cepu High School, namely principals, educators, and participants of Islamic 

religious education, while the approach used is qualitative. An approach uses the descriptive

Techniques to obtain informants or research 

data are by using, observation, interviews, and documentation studies.14 

In the process of qualitative analysis three main components must be fully understood, 

namely: a). data compaction, compaction is the activity of summarizing, writing down the 

main points, important things, and points in finding topics and types, so that a detailed and 

accurate picture is obtained to facilitate researchers in collecting information. if needed; b) 

Presentation of information. as a structured collection of information that offers the 

possibility to draw and take action its function is to improve understanding of the case and 

create guidelines for taking action based on understanding and analysis of data presentation, in 

the form of matrices, networks, charts,s or graphs and so on, so that researchers can use it to 

find something when analyzing or other measures based on their understanding; c). 

Conclusion Researchers try to understand the data collected from the results of data 

confirmation to ensure that the data is strong and factually valid.15 

 

RESULTS AND DISCUSSION 

Research Findings 

The findings of this study are that the students of SMA Al Muhammad Cepu do not yet 

have good character, so student activities are designed that can change student behavior for 

the better, such as habituation of dhuha prayer in congregation, tadarus juz 30, reading small 

just before the lesson starts Yasin fadhilah once a week. From this refraction, students can 

change their behavior for the better and can be an example in the community, for class XII 

students are expected to be able to memorize 30 juz and 1000 hadiths. 

Supporting factors come from educators who educators have motivated students well 

and clearly. Where there are good students and there are also naughty students, therefore 

students are divided into 3 rooms, good students, half naughty students, and naughty 

students. From here, educators are required to be able to motivate students so that students 

can be motivated and students have talents and interests. 

 

Planning for Islamic Religious Education Learning with Educational Insights 

(Education and Entertainment) in Increasing Students' Learning Motivation at Al 

Muhammad Cepu High School 

The material is arranged in such a way that it can apply habituation so that it can be 

mastered by students in a happy atmosphere. The principal every day always looks at the 

learning process and urges educators to continue to innovate in explaining Islamic religious 

education so that a learning goal can be achieved. The principal must try and integrate 

edutainment as a learning strategy for this religious education. This is as discussed by the 

principal in the interview with the researcher. 

The headmaster always motivates Islamic religious education educators who are at the 

forefront so that students' faith and piety can be developed at Al Muhammad Cepu High 

School, the decline in Islamic principles in the practice of daily life is used as a basis for 

 
14 John W. Creswell, Qualitative Inquiry and Research Design: Choosing Among Five Approaches (SAGE 

Publications, 2012).

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monitoring the development of students and educators in implementing the learning concepts 

that students have. current needs. In this case, by using the habituation method, it should be 

done every first hour before entering juz 30, praying dhuha, memorizing short hadiths, and 

recording them in student achievement books, then educators come to the event, routinely 

every morning. educators always gather in the office before entering school. My class invites 

you to pray together and if I can't come earlier or get an assignment, automatically the vice 

principal will lead and I always remind the class that the class is not clean and to pay attention 

to cleanliness, room arrangement, discipline, and neatness of students. 

So after that it was continued with the reading of prayers and continued with the 

recitation of the Qur'an juz 30, and emphasized to the educators who teach in the early 

morning or the first hour, I adopted this strategy from edutainment because with that I can 

give the best for educators and education staff. By the vision and mission of the school. 

Namely Active, Creative, Moral, Enthusiastic and Religious (AKBAR)”. 

This means that human resources must be ready to carry out educational strategies both 

terms of educators and students. According to several experts who explain edutainment 

learning, it is known that edutainment learning is a very interesting concept if it can be 

developed in a systematic and structured manner that provides something that can be useful 

in the world of education, from this it can be concluded that from the core of the educational 

process in the classroom students can be enthusiastic, enthusiastic and enjoy participating in 

the learning process in class because edutainment comes from a concept whose goal is a 

learning process that is planned in such a way so that education and entertainment can be 

combined harmoniously to create fun learning. 

According to Sutrisno, fun learning can be done using games, humor, role-playing, and 

demonstrations. Learning can be done in various other ways, as long as students can carry out 

lesson plans with pleasure. Because the edutainment strategy advocates for educators' plans to 

carry out their functions, of course, this is not an easy job, because there is a change in 

conventional teaching, where the principal acts as a controller and the person in charge 

become the dominant educator in learning. class, Karen edutainment is a learning process 

from various sets of materials humanizing The Classroom, Active Learning, The Accelerated Learning, 

Quantum Learning, and Cooperative Learning, Making educational planning is easier but difficult to 

put into practice because the process of implementing this educational learning requires a lot 

of patience and tenacity to change slowly.16 

Educators have guidelines that must be mastered to plan and implement educational 

strategies in Islamic religious education subjects. With the steps applied. At Al Muhammad 

Cepu High School, in carrying out so far through interviews with Islamic religious education 

educators, they can explore various things to be used as habituation values that are carried 

out. 

In facilitating students, educators must also be able to use various strategies that are 

active and efficient, in involving learning and differentiating learning styles between one 

student and another.17

In line with this verse, an educator should provide 

convenience in learning and provide comfort in teaching and learning activities, so that 

students can enjoy and easily receive knowledge from transformation to create an atmosphere 

of intimacy that can maximize learning. The results are to be obtained in a learning process. 

The material in the teaching class should be carried out by students by the circumstances and 

characters possessed by students in the teaching and learning process.18 

Of course, to understand and characterize students they want to build good 

communication between students, so that students understand what is meant by Islamic 

religious education, and to make learning activities more fun. Creating a comfortable and 

pleasant atmosphere requires an exemplary and agile educator to answer what students need, 

often discuss, and listen to what is good for student learning problems, which is more 

important to provide clearer rules of the game to students. 

 

Creating a Conducive Learning Environment  

A conducive learning environment will affect the learning process carried out by 

educators and students, which begins with the attitude of the educator who looks cheerful and 

enthusiastic when meeting face to face with students is a good first step, followed by the 

needs needed in the teaching and learning process. process. Activities such as a conducive 

teaching and learning environment, clean between students' awareness to maintain cleanliness 

and order in wearing uniforms, provide clear and firm rules between providing a comfortable, 

relaxed, conducive and safe environment.19 

So psychologically it can affect the mentality of students in receiving information from 

educators, friends, and the surrounding environment. The learning environment can affect a 

good mood if the environment is good. Surah Al Baqarah verse 25 explains the good news to 

students, which is part of the comfort in spreading positive energy to create a climate of 

harmony in the students' souls.

according to balanced learner psychology. 

Convincing Relevant Material 

Teaching materials show a relationship with the needs and circumstances of students. 

Student motivation can be maintained if students consider what they are learning to meet their 

personal needs, be useful, or be by the values they hold. The trend of the 21st century 

education world is oriented to the development of human potential in an era where 

technology has a positive and positive impact, but only how humans use this technology, such 

as easy access to knowledge, of course, many from various journals, websites and blogs and 

can be from Facebook, Instagram, and wasabi. 

 Likewise, negative things that can be accessed on websites that can affect the morals and 

beliefs of the nation's children, films that are not suitable for consumption by minors so that 

parents are required to be more vigilant in using the internet or mobile. cell phones, in this era 

of globalization. Demanding human resources to always keep abreast of world developments 

so as not to be left behind, and oppressed as well by the times.21 

Likewise, educators in delivering learning materials that are tailored to the needs of 

students who are relevant in their presentation based on the times, learning theories do not 

have to be obtained from textbooks that have been provided by the school but can be 

developed by accessing the internet, divisional media and mass media 

(newspapers)/magazine). Develop student potential through innovation. 

Educators can also provide feedback to students so that in what is called Islamic religious 

education is that educators can understand current and past conditions. Students can give any 

argument as long as students have reliable basic sources.  

Engaging Positive Emotions in Learning 

Positive emotions can help in the learning process because feelings can determine the 

quality and quantity of student learning. Negative feelings can hinder the learning process 

while positive feelings can facilitate the process. Studying many puzzles in a IREnful and 

uncomfortable atmosphere will reduce learning outcomes, unlike in a comfortable, relaxed, 

and interesting atmosphere.

Educators must also be able to become 

friends with students by paying attention to habitual behavior such as having fun in the daily 

lives of students carried out at home can create emotional closeness between educators and 

students and find out the tendencies of each other's talents and interests. student. In this way 

the educator's eye can be trained to give full attention and satisfy the sense of 

comparing/curiosity of students' preferences, for educators, students should not be involved 

in communism. Make sure students feel that educators can provide equal love and affection. 

Involves all senses and mind 

Petite active learning so that the learning process is active. What was on hand and what 

was said, and what was seen so that students always remember. And if students do not 

understand what is being conveyed, then participants are encouraged to give grades so that 

students are active and able to master the material. If you don't dare to ask the educator, then 

ask your friends so they can understand and listen, a discussion is held to gain knowledge and 

skills. 

What is taught to students is controlled by the educator. To be able to apply active 

learning in Islamic religious education subjects is an active learning method. These results 

were obtained from interviews with Islamic religious education educators at the Al 

Muhammad Cepu High School Office: 

The learning method is to invite students to see or watch Islamic cartoons that explain 

the prophets, caliphs, and the struggles of previous scholars in spreading Islamic teachings in 

the archipelago. Students are expected to be able to summarize what they learned from 

watching or watching the film, continue and explain the summary and at the end of the Q&A 

season.

Conventional learning activities tend to make students physically inactive which makes 

the brain will experience paralysis, and the information obtained in learning will be delayed or 

even stop altogether. Giving active learning methods is the right solution, educators provide 

Islamic religious education with a good aim so that students watch films that are shown and 

educators give assignments to students by summarizing what they have seen and followed by 

presentations from each group and ends with the process. questions and answers. In this way, 

it can improve blood circulation in the brain and can have a positive effect on learning. 

Adjusting the ability level of students

This means the interaction between educators 

and students, to be able to establish active communication and be able to discuss at length and 

harmoniously because education is flexible, familiar, and friendly like a friend. 

That way, students will not feel restricted, or afraid to interact freely and pleasantly. This 

edutainment strategy is used at SMA Al Muhammad Cepu which is still new, but this new 

thing can control and carry out the edutainment learning process well and the blade is still not 

perfect.

In the opinion of the principal of SMA Al Muhammad Cepu which is the goal of Islamic 

religious education, students do not feel bored carrying out learning with many strategies, 

techniques, and learning models so that educators get the desired results. Because the vision is 

the most important part of implementing the learning model. "So what we must always pay 

attention to is the learning model".  

The initial step in teaching and learning activities is a program of activities including the 

use of what teaching materials will be used in delivering the material. The preparation of the 

model is only the same as Islamic religious education in the process of preparing work plans, 

not yet Islamic religious education in action.

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 Lack of insight into human resources is undeniably an obstacle in improving the model 

for improving the edutainment model in schools. This makes a well-constructed learning 

model seem mundane. Because its implementation is not yet fully understood. Educators lack 

mastery of the material, students play alone in teaching and learning activities, this is what 

makes learning outcomes not as desired. Limited time, Lapras is also one of the obstacles 

faced by educators in implementing the learning model. 

New things must encounter obstacles, while new problems faced by IRE teachers 

implementing new problems include: human resources, namely educators, students, teaching 

materials, length of teaching and learning activities, lack of teaching and learning activities, and 

a less supportive environment in learning. activity. how to teach. teaching and learning 

activities.

I have 

communicated my time management with the Deputy Head of Curriculum but there is still no 

answer, then I make school activities such as extracurricular and contain Islamic religious 

education activities, the problem of infrastructure is not sufficient, but the institution tries to 

do whatever is needed by IRE educators, students those who study outside the classroom 

have communicated with the security guard who accompanies the ustadz when studying 

outside the room. First obstacle. Educators are learning factors, in the hands of educators, lies 

the success or failure of learning.26 

The obstacle faced by educators is that educators are still passive in changing the models 

and techniques of teaching and learning activities and models of teaching and learning 

activities from institutions. The material that explains the success of non-learning is in the 

hands of educators in this way, the principal in providing guidance and direction to educators 

who do not understand edutainment, from the support of the principal in realizing the 

school's vision and mission with edutainment learning strategies for Islamic religious 

education subjects, namely desire to improve the good name of the school that will be 

entrusted to him. 

Educators who do not understand the meaning of edutainment must be addressed so that 

they do not get bored asking questions or seeking in-depth information. The second obstacle 

is the factor that students are objects of learning. Where the potential of students must be 

explored by educators with various approaches in the form of exemplary, habituation of role-

playing, and others.27 

It is difficult to control students outside the classroom who have coordinated with 

security officers in advance so they don't waste too much time. The existence of the 

obligation of educators to know the character of students means that educators must be able 

 
26 Dra Desmita, Psikologi perkembangan peserta didik: panduan bagi orang tua dan guru dalam memahami psikologi 

anak usia SD, SMP dan SMA (PT Remaja Rosdakarya, 2009).
